A LOCAL LAW
To amend the New York city charter, in relation to the percent for art advisory panel

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Section 224 of the New York city charter is amended by adding a new
subdivision g to read as follows:

g. There shall be an advisory panel to recommend eligible works of art to be included in a
capital project pursuant to this section. The commissioner of cultural affairs or his or her designee
shall serve as chairperson of such panel and shall ensure that such panel includes members who
are knowledgeable about public art, knowledgeable about the project, and knowledgeable about
the community in which the project will be located. The panel shall further include but not be
limited to at least one representative of the president of the borough in which the project will be
located, at least one representative of the council member in whose district the project will be
located, and at least one representative of the community board for the community district in
which the project will be located, provided, however, that such representatives shall be non-voting
ex officio members.
