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A LOCAL LAW 
 

In relation to a state of small business survey 

 

Be it enacted by the Council as follows: 

 

Section 1. State of small business survey. a. No later than September 1, 2018, the commissioner 

of small business services shall prepare and disseminate a state of small business survey, which shall 

request information from small businesses. 

b. Such information requested shall include, but need not be limited to: 

1. Hiring needs of small businesses; 

2. Workforce development needs and skills necessary to fill small business jobs;  

3. Issues that small businesses are experiencing, such as barriers to growth; and 

4. The need for additional tools and resources that may assist small business. 

§ 2.  This local law takes effect immediately. 
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
