A LOCAL LAW

To amend the New York city charter, in relation to proof of service of certain required
mailings for applications to the board of standards and appeals

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Section 668 of the New York city charter is amended by adding a new subdivision f
to read as follows:

f. Any copy of an application or application material that is required by this chapter, or by rule
of the board, to be mailed by the applicant to a council member, borough president, community
board or city agency shall be sent to such parties by certified mail, or any similar method
approved by the board that provides for proof of service. Proof of service of the delivery of the
initial filing of an application to the council member, borough president and community board, as
required by this chapter, shall be submitted to the board, and the board shall note on its website
that such proof of service of delivery has been received and verified.

8§ 2. This local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law.
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
