A LOCAL LAW

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to driver assistance
services

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Chapter 5 of title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended
by adding a new section 19-551 to read as follows:

§ 19-551 Driver assistance. a. Driver assistance services. The commission, in consultation
with the department of consumer affairs, the department of small business services and any other
agencies designated by the mayor, shall provide services and information to assist drivers, or
owners of vehicles, licensed by the commission including but not limited to financial counseling,
mental health services and referrals to non-profit organizations or other entities that may provide
additional assistance to such drivers or owners. The commission may provide such services and
information through the unit that issues licenses, the website of the commission, or such other
means as the commission deems appropriate.

8 2. This local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law.
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
