A LOCAL LAW
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to holding information
sessions and posting information online to provide guidance to building owners regarding
maintenance and inspections of cooling towers
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
Section 1. Section 17-194.1 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by
adding a new heading to read as follows:
§ 17-194.1 Cooling towers; maintenance and inspection.
8 2. Section 17-194.1 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a
new subdivision k to read as follows:

k. Guidance for building owners. The department, in consultation with the department of
buildings, shall hold information sessions, at least twice annually, for interested building owners,
regarding the requirements for maintaining, cleaning, and inspecting cooling towers in
accordance with this section. The information provided in such information sessions shall also be

posted on the website of the department in simple and understandable terms.

8 3. This local law takes effect 90 days after it becomes law.
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
